Recent fatal attack of an animal by another animal that was running loose. Owner of dog killed was in control of their animal and on their on property was presented to the Animal Control Board. Discussion on if such attacks should not be considered as a violation of Dangerous Animal.
Discussion of containment requirements for convicted Potentially Dangerous and Dangerous Animals it was decided should be handled under Animal Control Policy/Procedure manual. Animal Control Supervisor, David Klein, stated he would mail copies to the Animal Control Board for discussion at the next scheduled Board Meeting. Also Cruelty investigations and charges for violations would be addressed in the manual.
Animal Control Board Chairman, Douglas Ruebke, gave an update of issues that have come forward with the Dog Park currently planned for Riverfront Park. Jurisdiction of enforcement for animal violation at this City Park which is currently not within the City Limits has lead to questions and concerns. Animal Control Supervisor, David Klein, explained that this question has been forward to the City Legal Department for interpretation.
