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West End Task Force Report Notes for September 2018

OVERVIEW: There were 1019 calls for service in the West End task force area during August 2018.

Officers responded to 43 welfare checks, 22 suicide attempts or threats, 12 sick/injured reports, 14
reports of threats or harassment, 95 reports of disturbances and 145 suspicious activity calls.
Volunteers took 37 abandoned vehicle reports and 13 parking complaints. There were 2 animal
control calls and 2 animal complaints.

TRAFFIC & CRASHES: Citizens called in 43 traffic complaints/investigations and officers completed

64 traffic stops. v
Of the 57 accidents, 16 were hit and runs, 31 involved property damage and 9 accidents involved an

injury.
